Subscribers must adhere to NERC Staff Notice 4/00 and 5/00: Regulations governing the use of computing facilities within NERC (Copy held in Computer Room for inspection).

In particular section The Internet “Offensive Material”, para 34 of NERC Staff Notice 4/00 and para 43 of NERC Staff Notice 5/00  “NERCs computing facilities (and in particular the provision of E-mail and Internet services) must not be used to send messages or distribute material which might reasonably cause offence or which would be considered socially unacceptable. Direct links to such material in published hyper-text documents is also prohibited. The transmission of messages which are threatening, offensive, obscene, or which constitute racial or sexual harassment will be considered a serious misuse of NERC facilities. Staff found to be responsible for the generation, transmission or distribution of such materials will be dealt with through NERC Disciplinary Procedures and, in extreme cases, may be liable to summary dismissal.

Tariffs - to cover the costs external to RSU, in the main these are commercial communication charges for the use of INMARSAT. There are three bands of charge.

- Scientific Main Account for use by the PS, typically for liaison with organisations other than RSU in conjunction with the current exercise. Within limits, the charge will cover the costs incurred by the transfer of data and E-mail. £25 per cruise day, billed via invoice, signed for onboard. 

- Scientific/Business Account quota 50kbytes compressed per week, covers both outgoing and incoming mail. Conduct of business not associated with the current exercise. £2 per cruise day. This charge will be collected onboard by the Master as part of an individual’s Canteen Account.

- Individual subscription quota 10kbytes compressed per week covers both outgoing and incoming mail. £2.50 per week or part week (2 - 7 days). This charge will be collected onboard by the Master as part of an individual’s Canteen Account.
